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If we thought 2007 was a busy year at Creative Spirit Center, 2008 continued the trend. 
 

 For the better part of six months, under the guidance of volunteer Stephanie 
Cirihal, the board hammered out a three-year strategic plan and Sarah Gorman 
was charged with keeping the board to its goals.  A copy of the plan is inserted in 
this report. 

 
 As one of those goals, we are seeking more underwriting of our events.  In 

February, the Dow Chemical Foundation and Wolverine Bank underwrote an 
African-American drumming and dancing performance by Kevin Collins of 
Flint. And in July, the Pigeon Creek Shakespeare Company of Grand Haven 
presented two outside performances under the sponsorship of Janet Martineau.  
The total underwriting was $2,500. 

 
 An employee manual was written, adopted and distributed. 

 
 Bolger and Battle of Midland was hired to develop a branding and marketing 

plan for Creative Spirit, long overdue as we seek to determine our place and our 
future. They were one of three marketing firms who submitted plans and bids to 
our marketing committee. 

 
 Work has begun on stabilizing and renovating the John Pratt Mosaic House, to 

secure its future as a very special place of creativity. The plans are to clean up the 
interior and create studio space for visitors to the site and for working artists. 

 
 Colleen Reed, for more than eight years a part-time employee, has taken on the 

full-time role of Program Co-ordinator. 
 

 Three grants are enabling a gallery lighting and audio-visual equipment upgrade, 
a Web site upgrade and a technology upgrade which will make us more attractive 
and enable us to deliver our varied programs. 

 
 Four new board members agreed to join us (see their profiles) and will begin 

their terms in October. 
 

 Rentals have increased. 
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And the year ahead will be no less active. 
 

 In November we will introduce our Arts Angel award.  Linda Z. Smith will be 
named as the first recipient of the award, presented annually to the mid-Michigan 
artist whose direct contributions to arts education have assured opportunities for 
emerging artists and have furthered the advancement of the arts in the region. 

 In March, we plan to begin our drive to raise $4.2 million by 2012 in endowment 
moneys, the surest way to maintain financial stability. Treasurer David Burke chairs 
this effort and by the end of this year we plan to announce our campaign 
spokespeople. The goal is $1.2 million by the end of 2009 — a difficult task in these 
difficult times for Michigan’s economy. 

 Sarah is exploring some dynamic educational partnership initiatives. . . . watch our e-
newsletters and Web site for updates on this.�

 The governance committee will lay the framework needed for Creative Sprit staff, 
board members, teachers and volunteers to function more effectively.�

 And the Bolger & Battle plan of action will begin, with the goal of increasing our 
visibility in mid-Michigan.

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Creative Spirit Center’s co-founders Linda Z. Smith and Cynthia Keefe, and the Center’s 
charter Board members and volunteers, had a powerful vision.  The endurance of that vision 
has become clear during the past year as the Center’s staffing, use of technology, marketing, 
business plan, programs, John Pratt Mosaic House custodianship, and strategic plan have all 
come under close scrutiny.  Just about every aspect of the Center’s operation, down to the 
choice of energy-saving light bulbs, has been the subject of review by staff, volunteers, 
and/or paid consultants.  The stress associated with change, however positive, has been a 
familiar companion of the past twelve months at 1517 Bayliss Street in Midland. 
 
Through all the focus on shoring up infrastructure, attending to governance, and making 
room for the new, that founding vision has remained a powerful guide to the Center’s 
leadership.  For me, as a new CEO, that founding vision was initially compelling, and then 
temporarily hidden, and now brighter than ever, lighting the way to the Center’s future. 
 
In 2006, we were challenged by the generous local Foundations who had supported our 
work to become financially self-sufficient.  In 2007, the Center’s leadership made a promise 
to do so, through establishing a robust Endowment Fund by 2012.  This year, we 

contemplated that promise in the environment of the parlous economic conditions in 
Michigan and throughout the nation, and took a deep breath.  Through these challenges, the 
Center’s Board, staff, instructors, volunteers, and friends maintained strong relationships, 
opened the door to new benefactors, and welcomed feedback from the community.   
 
While Creative Spirit Center was evolving, the world around us was changing profoundly.  
Daniel P. Pink, in his 2005 book A Whole New Mind, eloquently captures the essence of 
that change as he describes the new paradigm for success in work and life arising from 
recent discoveries in neuroscience and the application of those discoveries to business and 
education.  Thomas L. Friedman, New York Times columnist and author of The World Is 
Flat, calls Pink’s volume “my favorite book on business.”   Why does he say this? 
 
The old skills of logic, linear thinking and mastery of facts have become, though necessary, 
no longer sufficient means of providing livelihoods and solutions to social problems.  
Meantime, a new set of skills are in the spotlight: proficiency in design, story (facts in 
context enriched by emotion), empathy, interconnectedness, play, and meaning. These six 
new “senses,” as Pink calls them, are instantly recognizable to those familiar with Creative 
Spirit Center’s mission and the activities which it has promoted for the past 14 years.  In 
fact, individuals who have participated Creative Spirit Center’s classes, concerts, and events 
are already taking the advantage of these skills into the 21st century.  The abilities associated 
with cultivation of the right brain, and the linking of right brain capacities to success in 
business and in life, are what Creative Spirit Center has always been about.   
 
Now, just in time to help us keep our promise, the world is coming to place more and more 
value on the capacities we have nurtured in ourselves and helped to cultivate in others.  In 
2009 Creative Spirit Center will introduce a Creativity Curriculum that will contribute 
locally to meeting the challenge that is facing humankind globally, namely, how do we 
advance to meet the future with the full complement of human potential at the ready? 
 
Alden B. Dow provided the theme:  every human being is creative. 
 
Daniel Pink, Ken Robinson, and other visionaries provide the variation:  human creativity is 
called for, and available, in every domain of life, not just painting and sculpting. 
 
Now, neuroscientists are providing the means for Creative Spirit Center to be instrumental 
in helping every person whom we serve, from 5 to 95, to access their own creativity, to 
come to know their creativity, and to offer their creativity as part of the solution to the 
problems of the day. 



 
And this is the vision of Creative Spirit Center, agreed by the Board of Directors in October 
2007, and, like many visions, made concretely and stunningly possible once it has been 
articulated:  We envision a world in which creativity is integral to every life and its value is 
recognized.

Strosacker Foundation, the Midland Area Community Foundation, and the Alden and Vada Dow Family Foundations has 
made possible the operation of Creative Spirit Center during the past year, and has permitted us to complete several 
projects that will strengthen our ability to serve the community. 
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As of Labor Day, our interactive Web site and our new technology plan which includes a strong 
element of social media have the center engaging in two-way dialogues with our friends and 
potential participants.  Word-of-mouth has always been the strongest messenger for promoting the 
center’s classes and activities, and the use of social media to spread the word about the great things 
happening at the center is just beginning to have an effect. 
 
Going green, we have reduced the number of paper schedules printed and mailed, and we are relying 
on electronic communications to keep our news current and our conversations two-sided.  People can 
now register for classes on-line, and donate to the Center through our secure Web site connections.  
Riverside Writers will soon have pages on our Web site where their work can be shared.   
 
We can now open dialogues on-line with potential participants about their ideas for designing a 
planned class or event.  As this report is being written, people are invited to help shape our tour of 
the Detroit Institute of Arts on October 25, through Web-based communication.
