Midland — The Pigeon Creek Shakespeare Company, Michigan’s only year-
round, touring Shakespeare company, will present its summer production of
Henry V at Creative 360 in Midland as part of the company’s summer tour of
Michigan venues. Henry V will play on Sunday, August 8 at 2:00 p.m. The
performance will take place at Creative 360’s outdoor pavilion.

Henry V is an action-packed history, which follows the famous English
king on his conquest of France.

Shakespeare balances the action and intrigue of the play’s historical events with
the humorous and quirky characters who populate Henry’s army, and with the
love story of Henry and the witty French princess Katherine.
