MIDLAND -- In need of some quality time at a restful getaway with a view? 
 
Midland’s Creative 360 (formerly Creative Spirit Center) is offering a fall weekend 
retreat for women at an eight-room home in Au Gres, with the beautiful waters of 
the Saginaw Bay lapping at its door. 
 
The fun begins late afternoon Friday, October 9. and ends after breakfast on 
Sunday, October 11.  
 
“The weekend includes five meals, and I’m cooking,” says Sarah Gorman, the 
Creativity Director at Creative 360 whose hobby is cooking healthy, flavor-packed 
meals. “There are no scheduled activities except for meals.  What we’re 
providing is a chance to make the most of taking some time away from your 
routine.” 
 
The home, occupied by a retired Saginaw Township school teacher, was built by 
an Au Gres founder who built a home for each of his children. This one was built 
around a one-room school house -- hence its unusually large living area. 
 



Other features of the structure are a heated sun porch overlooking the Saginaw 
Bay, two 30-foot decks, two inside fireplaces, an outdoor fire pit and, according to 
its owner, “wonderful sunsets and lots of room for walks on the beach.” 
 
While Gorman stresses there are no planned activities, participants are 
encouraged to bring books, decks of cards, games, art materials, cameras, 
outdoor gear for hiking and bathing suits if the weather turns warm. The owner 
also has an extensive CD collection which sometimes results in bouts of 
spontaneous dancing. 
 
The price is $150, which includes the five meals and snacks. Those with special 
food needs will need to make their own provisions.  Participants also will need to 
bring their own bedding, towels and other personal items. Au Gres is an hour’s 
drive from the Tri-City area.
